· God the Son is the Second Person of the Blessed Trinity.
· God the Holy Spirit is the Third Person of the Blessed Trinity.
· Each Person of the Trinity is known for a particular characteristic—but when one Person is acting, ALL are involved.
· The three Persons are distinct, equal and have no beginning and no end.
· One Person is not better than another. 
· Even though there are Three Persons, there is still only One God.
· The Sign of the Cross expresses our belief in this mystery.
