[bookmark: _GoBack]Materials: Bible – Last Supper Passages- Lk 22:14-23; 1 Cor 11:23-27; Mt 26:20-29; Mk 14:17-26
 PROCLAMATION – Main Theme

The night before Jesus died, He instituted the Holy Eucharist and the Apostles received Him sacramentally.  This recalled the Passover meal and was the First Mass.   EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson 



1. Jesus celebrated the Last Supper on the Jewish feast of Passover.  At the Last Supper, Jesus instituted the Eucharist.  L1, L2
a. Look at a picture of the Last Supper.  Recall the details and connect them to the Passover: unleavened bread, wine, lamb, etc
2. When a priest says the words of Jesus, bread and wine are changed into Jesus’ Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity.  L2
a. Recall the words of the Mass and look up in the Gospel the words Jesus and the priest both say
3. The consecration is the prayer in which the priest repeats Jesus’ words saying, “This is My Body, which is given up for you . . .This is the chalice of My Blood  . . . which will be poured out for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins.”  L2
4. The Sacrament of Christ’s Body and Blood is called the Holy Eucharist. L3
5. Jesus gave the power to the Apostles (and through them to every priest) to change bread and wine into His Body and Blood when He said, “Do this in memory of Me.” L3

 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· Act out Last Supper
· Define words – communion (in union with), transubstantiation (change in substance- what it is), consecration (the part of the Mass)
· Connect the Passover lamb with Jesus, the Lamb of God
· Practice answering question cards
