 PROCLAMATION – Main Theme

1. At the Last Supper, Christ gave the Church the gifts of the Eucharist and the priesthood. 
0. Jesus, said, “Do this in memory of me.” L1
1. The Mass is the same sacrifice of Jesus on the Cross, offered to the Father for our sins, and made present to us in the Liturgy. 
1. Define sacrifice.  Discuss and color trifold picture
1. We celebrate Mass on Sunday because this is the day that Jesus rose from the dead. L3
2. Brainstorm why we celebrate on Sunday.  Explain that it’s a “little Easter”.
1. Mass is offered to God to worship Him, thank Him, make up for our sins, and ask for His help. L4
3. Examine parts of the Mass to pertain to each.
1. The Mass is the perfect prayer. L4
