Activity- Chapter 15

The Immaculate Conception

Materials: 2 clear cups, dirt, water (access to a sink is preferable, otherwise you will need a container in which to dispose of used water)

1. Explain to students: God planned from the very beginning for Mary to be the Mother of God, which is why He kept her from having any sin.
2. Demonstration: Water into dirty glass vs. into clean glass (Have students help)
3. Ask students: Remember when God made Adam and Eve? Tell your partner one thing about life in the garden before they sinned and ate the apple. 
4. (Show clean cup and hand to student). Imagine this cup is a soul. When Adam and Eve sinned, the cup got dirty. (Have student add dirt) When we’re born, our soul is “dirty” because of Original sin. Baptism washes away our sin so we can be filled with God’s grace (Have student rinse out cup in sink).
5. Show the other clean cup. Explain: Mary didn’t have to be baptized because her soul was already clean; God kept her free from sin so she could have God’s life (and God Himself) in her.
