 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson 


· [bookmark: OLE_LINK108][bookmark: OLE_LINK109]Jesus goes to the garden of Olives to pray, suffers agony, and is arrested.
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK106][bookmark: OLE_LINK107]Matthew 26:30-58
· Jesus’ “yes” to God in the garden of Gethsemane makes up for Adam and Eve’s “no” to God in the garden of Eden.
· Jesus receives cruel treatment and an unjust judgment.
· Jesus offered Himself as a sacrifice to God on the cross.
· A sacrifice is something offered to God.
· Jesus’ sacrifice of self was so we could receive God’s life within us and become God’s children.
· Jesus’ passion teaches us the value of suffering and sacrifice.
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· What did Jesus say to the Father? What was Jesus feeling as he prayed? What did the disciples do while Jesus prayed? 
· Jesus suffered because He loves us and He wants what is best for us. Think of a time you have suffered or had to give up something you wanted. Who could you make that sacrifice for? Who could you love by giving up what you wanted?
· Activity: Stations of the Cross
