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Story of Creation

Materials: paper plates, markers, scissors, tape, construction paper, other items to decorate masks (feathers, glitter, fabric, etc.) 
optional: popsicle sticks to attach to hold masks

1. Show video or read story of creation.
2. Discuss what God created on each day. Make a list.
3. Distinguish between “to create” (make out of nothing) and “to make”. Tell students they are going to make some props to act out the story of creation.
4. Have each student pick at least one thing from the list to make for the play to make sure there is a variety.
Note: if there are extra roles that need to be filled, students may have more than one, or teacher may make the extra props.
5. Pass out materials.
6. Allow students time to work (8-10 minutes)
7. When props are finished, make sure each student knows when their part is in the play. Assign someone the role of turning on the lights (Day 1).
8. Read the story of creation to guide students as they act it out.
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
