Activity- Chapter 30

Saint Presentations

Materials: Saint books, articles, printed resources (or even access to a website where students can research saints)
Possible website: www.catholic.org/saints


1. Have students pick a saint to research. Can either let them choose from a selection, or have them use their name-saints.
2. Once students know which saint they are researching, tell them they will have time to gather information about their saint, which they will share with the class.
3. If there are limited sources (books or devices to access Internet), maybe have them work in pairs or in shifts.
4. Guide students in collecting important information about the saints. It may be helpful to give them examples of info to look for, for example: country of origin, their relationship with God, important events growing up, how they served God during their life, whether or not they died as a martyr, one fact that surprised the student, a picture of the saint, etc. 
Points from lesson:
a. How they loved God
b. How they obeyed God’s commands
c. How they endured suffering or trials
d. Times they had to ask God for forgiveness
5. Choose a saint to use as a model (could use a saint that is likely to be chosen by many of the students). Demonstrate how to read through your source and find the important information to record.
6. Allow students to go through sources and collect information.
7. Once everyone has enough information to share, direct the class to finish up their presentations.
8. Depending on time and the ability of students, one could give students time to make a poster or draw a picture of their chosen saint. 

Adaptations:
-For students who need extra support: type up a guide and print on paper for students to use when collecting information

-Challenge: allow students to choose the method of presentation. For example, they could make a song or poem, dramatize part of the saint’s life (probably allow them to work in groups), or make a short “saint book” highlighting the saint’s life.
