· Describe how the tribes divided because of sin
· Use the timeline to discuss the major events of the Babylonian exile
· Use “What would it have been like” (from PowerPoint) to discuss the situation
· John the Baptist was the greatest of all the prophets and he helped the people prepare for the Savior, the final King
· Review the mission of the prophets and some of the prophets from the Old Testament
· Describe John the Baptist as the last and greatest prophet
· Look up Scriptures related to John’s miraculous birth and preaching about Jesus
· Use the PowerPoint slide to discuss why God became man and that John was preaching repentance and reconciliation.
· John baptized Jesus
· Read and act out Matthew 3:13-17
· Discuss why Jesus was baptized if He is sinless
· Watch video of the Baptism of Jesus
· Many Israelites had a hard time accepting Jesus as King because he was poor and did not seek or accept worldly power
· Discuss the expectations of the Jews and the reality of what Jesus preached
· Discuss Jesus’ work on earth and have the students give examples
