· discuss what makes something a sacrifice and some examples
· Cain brought an offering to the Lord of his crops
· Abel brought one of the best the firstlings from his flock which pleased the Lord
· Cain was jealous and slew Abel.
· God warned Cain about his jealousy, but he didn’t listen
· Thoughts lead to actions and because Cain was jealous he killed his brother Abel
· Discuss that all actions have consequences and the consequences of Cain’s sin
· God would bring forth a Savior through the lineage of Seth.
