· Use powerpoint to discuss that the Holy Spirit comes to dwell in us at our Baptism and imparts to use the three theological virtues of faith, hope and love.
· The Holy Spirit spoke through, or inspired, the writers of Sacred Scripture.

· Read/act out Luke 1:26-38
· Discuss the Holy Spirit’s role in the Annunciation
· At confirmation the Holy Spirit gives an increase of strength to do God’s will and to follow him.
· Read/act out Acts 2:1-41 (could read parts of it as well; discuss key points—they were changed after they received the Holy Spirit 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Discuss Confirmation as our individual Pentecost where we receive the Gifts of the Holy Spirit and are strengthened to do God’s will and follow Him 
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students
