 PROCLAMATION – Main Theme


God sent the prophets to speak God’s words to the people and give them hope.
 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson 


· God sent prophets to the Israelites because the Israelites were worshipping false gods, marrying pagans, and wanting to be like their pagan neighbors.  They needed to be reminded to live their covenant with God. L1
· The prophets told the people to repent which means to change their lives. L2
· Prophets: Begin & Develop # 2-4 - TM p. 116
· Isaiah helped to prepare the Israelites for the coming of the Savior.  L3
· Isaiah: Begin - TM p. 120
· Savior: Develop # 2, 5, 6 - TM p. 120
· Jeremiah prophesied the exile and foretold the coming of the Messiah. L4
· Jeremiah: Develop # 2, 3, 4, 6 - TM p. 122
· John the Baptist was the last and greatest prophet. L4 

 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students
