 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson

·  Everyone deserves the same chance to live a full and happy life.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Murder is the taking of an innocent human life, such as in abortion and euthanasia, and is a grave sin.
· It is not morally wrong to kill someone if we act in self-defense, in a just war, or in a just use of capital punishment.
· Suicide is a serious mortal sin.  We entrust those who have ended their own lives to God’s infinite mercy.
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· Review that just because something is legal doesn’t mean that it is morally right.
· Be sure to answer any questions they might have about any of these issues
· Encourage the students to get involved in the pro-life movement (praying outside an abortion clinic, going on the March for Life, praying for an end to abortion, etc.)
· Discuss the difference between ordinary and extraordinary treatment in the issue of euthanasia. 
· Have the students, in groups of 2 or 3, read a pro-life news article and write a 2-3 sentence summary.  Have the students share their summary with the class and discuss the issues and any questions that come up.
