 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson

· [bookmark: OLE_LINK106][bookmark: OLE_LINK107]There are several ways of violating the Seventh Commandment including: theft, fraud, usury, cheating, and not taking care of the environment.
· Restitution is making up for what has been stolen, damaged, or destroyed.
· The Tenth Commandment calls us to be happy with what we have and what we do not have.
· God gives us all that we need.  We shouldn’t be envious of what others have or be greedy.
· We should be willing to give up our possessions to help someone else.  We should be just and charitable.
· We are called allow God to be above all material things, and to be content with having only what we need to serve Him.
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· Ask the students if they’ve ever had one of their possessions taken without permission or damaged while someone else was using it and how it made them feel. 
· Give examples of avarice and envy.
· Write some of the vocab words from the chapter on the board.  Divide the class into two teams.  Invite pairs forward, one team at a time, give them one of the words, and have them act out a skit to try to get their team to correctly guess which word they were given.
