 PROCLAMATION – Main Theme


	The Sacrifice of the Mass is the same sacrifice as Calvary, where Jesus died for our sins.
 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson 


· [bookmark: OLE_LINK108][bookmark: OLE_LINK109]The Gospel, the Good News, is that Jesus Christ, the Son of God, came to Earth, died, and rose again from the dead to save us from our sins.
· The Mass is the same sacrifice as the sacrifice at Calvary
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Jesus has extended His sacrifice in time and space.
· The Mass is also a memorial by which we call to mind the death of Christ as well as His Resurrection.
· Because Mass is the perfect prayer, it has the same ends, or purposes, as prayer:
· Adoration: The Mass is an act of supreme worship
· Contrition: The Mass is a way to make satisfaction for sins.
· Thanksgiving: The word “Eucharist” actually means “thanksgiving.”
· Supplication: The Mass is our best means of petitioning the Father and obtaining the graces we ask for.
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· Review the Passover and sacrifices from Ch. 17.
· Have the students try to answer the question “If Christ died ‘once for all’ (Romans 6:9-10) how can we say that Jesus is offering Himself again during the Mass?”
· Give each student a Missalette. Give them a brief tour of the Missalette, and then have them answer general questions about the Mass, finding the answers in the Missalette.
· The Catholic Mass (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=CJtRXzyWul8) – includes quotes from many saints about the importance of the Mass
 CELEBRATION - Conclusion


· End class by singing ‘O Saving Victim’. (It should be somewhere in the Missalette.)
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
