Activity
Active Reading of the Bible

· Read Exodus 21:1-6 aloud.  This tells us what the First Commandment is.
· Each time the students hear one of the following words, they should do the associated action (feel free to change the actions).
· God = clap your hands
· You = turn around
· Love = touch the ground
· Asks the students why those words are important in the passage and how often they are used in Scripture.
· Have the students think of ways that they can make sure they follow the First Commandment in their own lives.
· Read Mark 10:17-27 out loud.  This is the story of the Rich Young Man.
· Each time the students hear one of the following words, they should do the associated action (feel free to change the actions).
· God/Jesus = point up with both hands
· You = touch your nose
· Kingdom = one jumping jack
· Ask the students the following questions:
· What did the rich young man ask Jesus?
· What did Jesus invite the rich young man to do?
· Why did the rich young man go away sad?
· What did the rich young man love more than God?
