 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson

· [bookmark: OLE_LINK106][bookmark: OLE_LINK107]After Jesus died on the cross, some of His disciples took His body and buried it in a tomb.
· On Easter Sunday Morning, some of the women disciples went to the tomb.  When they got there they saw an angel who told them that Jesus had risen from the dead.
· They ran to tell the apostles who also found an empty tomb.
·  Jesus appeared to the His disciples on several occasions to show them that He had truly risen.
· He continued to teach them and confirm their faith.
·  Forty days after His Resurrection, Jesus ascended to heaven in the presence of His followers.
· When Jesus rose from the dead on Easter Sunday, He proved that He was truly the Son of God, as He said.  He really had redeemed the world from sin.
· Jesus’ Resurrection is also a sign of hope that we too will one day rise form the dead, just as He did.
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· Review what they know about the Resurrection story, emphasizing that it isn’t just a story.  It really happened.
· Have the students imagine that they were there with the apostles in the Upper Room after Jesus had been crucified and then suddenly have Him appear among them. 
· Have the students create a news broadcast as if they were there at the time of the Resurrection.  They could include interviews with some of the witnesses of the crucifixion and resurrection as well as sports and weather reports.
