The Introductory Rites prepare us to take part worthily and to focus our hearts and our minds on the Mass.
 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson 


· [bookmark: OLE_LINK108][bookmark: OLE_LINK109]The word liturgy means “work of the people.”
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK106][bookmark: OLE_LINK107]Through the Sacred Liturgy, we on earth take part in the worship of God that goes on in heaven with the angels and the saints.
·  The basic structure of Mass consists of: Introductory Rites, Liturgy of the Word, Liturgy of the Eucharist, and Concluding Rites.
· During the Entrance Antiphon or Hymn, the priest and the ministers enter the church and go to the altar.  Then the priest and the people make the Sign of the Cross, and the priest greets the people.
· During the Penitential rite, we acknowledge our sins together.
· We praise God in the Gloria.
· The Opening Prayer (Collect) expresses the theme of the particular mass based on the Liturgical Year.
· The Liturgical Year is the Church’s calendar.  It determines what color of vestments the priest wears at Mass.
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· Discuss what the students already know about the structure of the Mass and the Liturgical Year. 
· Ask the students for some of their favorite Entrance songs.
· Have the students fill out the Liturgical Year worksheet, coloring the appropriate sections of the liturgical year and answering the questions. Go over the answers together.
