 PROCLAMATION – Main Theme


The Saints are people who are with God in Heaven.  We can all become saints.
 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson 


· [bookmark: OLE_LINK108][bookmark: OLE_LINK109]A saint is someone who lived a life totally for Christ.  They are now in heaven with God.  They weren’t perfect, but they all had some sort of conversion.
· Conversion is turning away from sin and toward God. We are all called to conversion so that we can become saints.
· The saints make up the Church Triumphant.  They have won the final prize and are eternally happy.
· Canonized saints are those that the Church has declared to be in heaven.
· They have proven they are in heaven with God by working miracles for those on earth who ask for their help.
· When the Church declares someone to be a saint, she cannot be wrong.
· Intercession is speaking up or praying for another person.
· Asking the saints to intercede for us is one of the smartest things we can do.
· We all have patron saints that guide us in a special way.
· Catholics worship God alone.  We honor the saints and ask for their prayers.  We honor and rely on Mary most of all, because she is the greatest of the saints and our Mother.
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· Ask the students about who their favorite/patron saints are as well as if they’ve heard of any recent canonizations.
· Discuss your own favorite saints.
· Activity: Have the students divide up into pairs and research a saint that sounds interesting to them in a book of the lives of the saints.  Have the pairs share what they learned with another pair.
