· The twelve apostles spread the gospel throughout the world, preaching to all nations. (L1)
· Discuss where the 12 preached.  Discuss how the 12 died.
· Discuss: If you were a missionary, where would you want to serve?
· Infallibility is the special protection given by the Holy Spirit to the Pope, and all the bishops when they teach in union with the pope. That prevents the Catholic Church from teaching error in matters of faith and morals. (L3)
· There is absolute, unchanging truth.
· The Church is able to know the truth of God and to teach it without error.
· Indefectibility is the truth that the Catholic Church will endure on earth until the end of time. (L3)
· The Church is indestructible and unchanging.  Throughout history and today many have tried to destroy the Church through persecutions.  She still stands strong!
· The Church’s doctrine (what we believe for salvation) will never change; however, rites and disciplines may develop over time. (L4)
· Discuss examples of disciplines that have changed over time.
· There are different rites in the Catholic Church. (L4)
