Materials: Football – to use as a prop for an analogy of grace. 
 PROCLAMATION – Main Theme


	Grace is necessary for salvation.  It is a share in God’s life, His free gift to us.
 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson 


· Grace is the free gift God gives us by which we reach heaven. (L1)
· We need grace to get to heaven.
· Grace is like a football (show students a football).  We have to have it to score a touchdown.  We’ll talk more about this.
· Introduce the terms: sanctifying grace and actual grace.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Sanctifying grace gives us a share in God’s own life, making us His adopted children and making it possible for us to be with Him in heaven. (L1, L2)
· Actual grace is the day-to-day help that enlightens our mind and strengthens our will so that we may do good and avoid evil. (L4)
· Explain and discuss sanctifying grace.
· We receive sanctifying grace through the seven Sacraments. They are the ordinary channels of grace. (L3)
· Explain and discuss actual grace.
· Discuss the purpose of our lives.  
· We are all called to be Saints!
· Go back to the football analogy: Life is like a football game.  In the game you try and get the ball and get to the end zone and make a touchdown, but you can’t do this without the football. You can fumble the ball (sin) and intercept the ball (Confession/doing penance). Every Eucharist is a first down.  But you can’t make a touchdown without the football=grace.  Complete Activity (see below).
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· Analogy: Grace is like a football.
· Activity: Divide students into small groups. Have them brainstorm a list of things in life that contribute to fumbles in life and compare those to fumbles in a game. Share with the whole group.
