 EXPLANATION – Content of Lesson

· Baptism		the grace to live a holy life
· Confirmation	the grace to be strong in faith
· Eucharist		the grace to love Jesus and our neighbor
· Penance		the grace to  overcome sin
· Anointing 		the grace of healing in body, soul or both and the grace to 
accept suffering and death
· Holy Orders	the grace for priests to live out their vocation
· Matrimony		the grace for the couple to love one another and be good parents
