· Three levels: bishop, priest, deacon
· The priesthood of the faithful (common priesthood) as compared to the ordained priesthood. L2
· Complementarity between the common priesthood and ordained priesthood
· To receive this sacrament, a man must be called by God.  To be called to the priesthood is a great gift. L2, L4
· Matter and form of the sacrament
 APPLICATION – Connecting it to Students  


· With parents, write down the names of priests who are important in your family (priest who witnessed parents’ marriage, priests of baptism, priests who heard our first confession) and write notes of gratitude to those priests if it is possible to do so
