· This includes the faithful on earth, the souls in purgatory, and the angels and saints in Heaven.
The Church Militant refers to those on earth who are united to Christ. L1
· They are peacefully militant in their pursuit of eternal life with God in Heaven.
· This is also called the pilgrim Church
The Church Suffering (also called Church Penitent) refers to the holy souls who are being purified in purgatory. L2
· The Church Triumphant includes those united with Christ in Heaven. L3
· The Church Triumphant are models of holiness and intercessors on our behalf.
